* RGD student members graduating no later than October 1, 2010 are eligible to enter

* Have accumulated the required number of credits to graduate from the program as of
October 1, 2010 (subject to verification)

* Complete the ONLINE Entry Form and submit up to three examples of work

A jury of award-winning creative professionals will select the winning work. For a list of past
juries, and to view work of past student winners, go to students.rgdontario.com

RGD Ontario will notify winners by email in July. Winners will be required to submit proof
of graduation (official program transcript) and a completed Provisional RGD Membership
Application with payment.

RGD Ontario is accepting only electronic submissions this year, both to conserve resources
and make it easier/cheaper for students to enter. This will also make judging easier and allow
judging to involve more representation from each region.

All Students must apply online by completing the online entry form, in addition to supplying

the following for each of up to 3 projects being submitted:

e A written rationale of up to100 words outlining the project goals and how these were
achieved through the design.

e A pdf (screen resolution) of no more than 10 MB showing images of the specific project.

e If an interactive/digital project is being submitted, a file of no more than 50 MB (uploaded
to RGD'’s ftp site as instructed through the online application process)

e All appropriate credits for the project including use of existing logo design, use of stock
images, group work, etc.
